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LUX luminous

Christina Lux is possibly Germany’s most wonderful insider tip. Highly praised by the press and rapturously received at concerts, she has been playing her solo programme in cabarets and clubs for 15 years.

Her voice is a multi-coloured instrument that comes close and moves you from the very first note. She tells wonderfully philosophical stories with poetic strength and accompanies herself with an unusual style on the guitar. Her music pulsates, breathes, glows and fills with life far below the surface between soul-folk and pop.

She moves effortlessly between English and German lyrics and is a charismatic personality who lets herself fall with abandon into intoxicating improvisation and knows how to write and play jewels of song that are both charming and intelligent.

The poetry of her songs is unusual. "Most of my lyrics are internal dialogues. I believe that everyone is looking for what is really deep inside their soul and along the way they come across many fragments of their personality. The aim is to find out what really belongs to me." She finds pictures, which are also appreciated by the listeners.

Christina Lux has done it her own way without compromise – she books her gigs, produces her albums (5 up to now), travels mostly with her own equipment, which she sets up herself and is also beyond her music one of those unique people who stand firmly on their own two independent feet. “I wanted to find out how far it would take me.”

And that journey has so far been remarkable. She appears on the tribute CD to the “Fantastischen Vier” (released in August 2009), she has supported Midge Ure, Paul Young and Tuck & Patti, worked with Jon Lord, Pe Werner, Edo Zanki, Stoppok and many more and plays around 70 concerts a year, in which she has built up a small but dedicated fan base, without the support of a major record company. And that takes strength and courage and the complete dedication to music and writing. Christina Lux has this strength.

Her eventful life is reflected in the words of her songs and the tonal colour of her unique voice and many a listener leaves the concert feeling the same as this one:

"Every line of her lyrics, every chord is cast slowly, but irresistibly and steadily in my inner anchor. The audience is attentive and listens, totally immersed while Christina Lux’s bittersweet acoustic seed begins to grow. The combination of effortlessness and seriousness creeps slowly but surely into the ears. I could have done without the break and when the concert ended I needed ten minutes to find my way back into ‘reality’."
